* Old and un-used books were weeded to make way for new books ordered by the academic staff.  

* Our English language and literature books were integrated into the main book collection on the ground 
floor to provide for more seamless searching. The fiction section is re-shelved to provide for a more 
satisfying browsing experience. All areas are clearly signposted and staff are keen to assist you if you are 
having any difficulty finding what you need.   

* We have started to use text messaging to notify students of overdue books or books awaiting 
collection.   

* We are in the process of providing a substantial number of our print journals in electronic format to 
provide 24/7 remote access. A pilot of our science journals is been rolled out this term.

GMIT library has continued its move to making journals available electronically and phasing out the print version where 
appropriate. 

We started the process during the summer with journals from the Science School. We consulted with the lecturers who had 
ordered the particular titles and found a favourable response to the move. Most lecturers thought it was the logical step. Being 
able to search journal contents from you desk quickly and easily is now the norm for academics and students. 

Many of the titles we subscribe to are already available from the databases the library subscribes. Having a print subscription to 
titles already available on databases is duplication of resources that has to be addressed in the present economic climate.

Using the online version of a journal is very easy. Search 
the Webpac for the title. Click  Search the Catalogue 
button. You can also use Search our E-Journals button at 
the bottom of the page. However, a small number of 
journals cannot be accessed through this link . 

Enter the title of the journal and click search. As you can 
see from the example (right), Caterer and Hotelkeeper is 
available on two databases. 

Click on either database, General Onefile or Business

Marie Bourke, Keeper and Head of Education at the National Gallery of Ireland, has just 
published a comprehensive history of the Irish museums covering the period 1790 to 2000. It 
incorporates the founding of key institutions of culture and identity in Ireland, including the    
National Museum of Ireland and the National Gallery of Ireland. She places the history of Irish 
museums in the context of the development of similar institutions in America and Europe and 
looks to the key developments in the twenty-first century museum. The book is illustrated with 
colour photographs of the various museums and items, including many national treasures, from 
their collections.  

The story of Irish museums, 1790-200, culture, identity and education  by Marie Bourke is now

Peadar O’Dowd’s latest publication is Tracing your Galway ancestors. This book aims to 
help those researching their family tree or doing local studies. The book outlines the 
numerous sources available and where they can be found. It includes chapters on census and 
church records, gravestone inscriptions and land records. It draws on the author’s extensive 
knowledge of the history of Galway, both city and county.  The book includes a listing of   
local history guides and publications relevant to the county and also names and addresses of  
useful repositories in Galway and elsewhere. This book will give the researcher a very useful 
start on the family or local history trail.
